the main clause.

2 Grammar essentials: An adverb can tell you more about a verb. It can say how something happens. Remember that |
not all adverbs end in Iy’ and not all words ending in ‘ly’ are adverbs!
Award | mark if fragile’ and ‘delicate’ are circled.
Grammar essentials: A synonym is a word that means the same or almost the same as another word.
